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A Year of Perseverance 

When a mountain is in your way, what do 

you do? You could go around it. You could 

go over it. You could give up and go 

another way. Or, you could do as 

Ramchandra Das, 53, who lives in Bihar, 

India. In order to access nearby fields for 

food and work, Das and his fellow 

villagers had to take a 4.3 mile trek 

around a mountain. Fed up 

with the obstacles, Das did 

something about it. With just 

a hammer and chisel, he cut 

a 33-foot-long, 13-foot-wide 

tunnel through a narrow area 

of the mountain. It took him 

fourteen years to complete 

the task. And consider this: 

Das isnõt the first person to do 

such a thing. He was inspired 

by another villager who cut a 

393-foot-long, 33-foot-wide, 

26-foot high tunnel through another 

mountain so that villagers could reach a 

local hospital. 

How did he do it? One chip at a time. If 

2012 is shaping up to be a year of 

obstacles, hereõs a word of 

encouragement. Get out your hammer 

and chisel. Do you want a breakthrough in 

2012? Persevere. If you will determine 

now to persevere in the essential things, 

the important things will fall into place. 

The essential things are the disciplines of 

faith. In our ministry, we call these 

essential things: Worship (attending 

worship every week); Grow (participate in 

Bible study); Serve (use your gifts to bless 

the body of Christ, the church); 

and Go (outside the church, in 

service to the community). 

When you persevere in the 

essential things, the important 

things in your life will fall into 

place.  

The Bible says, òYou need to 

persevere so that when you 

have done the will of God, you 

will receive what he has 

promisedó (Hebrews 10:36). 

May 2012 be a year of 

perseverance for you, a year in which you 

chip away at the obstacles in your life and 

open yourself to the blessings and 

pleasure of God. 

Iõm looking forward to serving Him with 

you. Be sure to bring your hammer and 

chisel this year!

First the story:  When our twins were four-ish, our pastor 

challenged our church to read the Bible through in a year, as 

he was planning a 52-week sermon series that would take 

us all through the Bible in a year. While my heart wanted to 

do this, my daily to-do list, my lack of discipline, and a host 

of other reasons said òitõll never happenó. 

Shortly after the challenge was issued, 

I spotted a Bible Storybook on our 

bookshelves which had been a gift to 

us when our sons were born.  As I 

compared the contents with the 

sermon schedule, I realized that the 

storybook followed the same order and 

it occurred to me, that since we read to 

our sons everyday, anyway, THIS Bible 

storybook would become our reading 

material and perhaps, we would 

indeed, get through the Bible in a year. 

I could NEVER have imagined the impact that experience 

would have on ALL of our hearts.  The themes of Godõs 

unconditional love, salvation, holiness, forgiveness, 

guidance, discipline and justness rose to the top of each 

story.  Through tears, I read the account of Jesusõ sacrifice 

for us, made even more precious as I sat between my own 

two sonsñcould I imagine offering them for someone else?  

Oh, how I wanted them to come to know our Savioréand 

how my heart became even more grateful for my own 

salvation. 

Now, the challenge.  Copies of this particular Bible 

Storybook have been ordered by the Childrenõs Ministry and 

are available to you in the library for $10 per storybook.  I 

hope that you will accept this challenge and that your heart 

and those of your children will be forever changed!!!  While 

youõre in the library, sign-up for a library card and begin 

enjoying ALL of the Christian resources available to your 

family.
